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Directions to Joint Ventures in Post Office Square 
 

Joint Ventures in Post Office Square is located at 50 Congress Street  
The office is at the North East corner of Post Office Square inside a gym named Fisique 

Fisique is on the “back side” of the building at 50 Congress Street  
and is NOT visible from Post Office Square.   

Please leave yourself a few extra minutes in case you get lost.  It can be tricky the first time! 
 
By Public Transportation: 

• MBTA Trolley Blue Line or Orange Line 
o Inbound or Outbound – Get off at the State Street stop. 
o Exit the station and find Court Street. 
o Walk 20 yards against traffic to the corner of Court Street and Congress Street. 
o Turn right down Congress Street. 
o 50 Congress Street will be the second building on the left side of the street. 
o There is a Boloco and a Salem 5 Bank on either side of the front entrance door to 

50 Congress St.   
o Once you reach the building, follow the directions below that say “From the Front 

Entrance of 50 Congress Street” to find our office in the building.  
•  MBTA Trolley Green Line 

o Inbound or Outbound – Get off at the Government Center stop. 
o Exit the station and “U-turn” to the right to find Court Street. 
o Turn left on Court Street and walk 100 yards against traffic to the corner of Court 

Street and Congress Street. 
o Turn right down Congress Street. 
o 50 Congress Street will be the second building on the  left side of the street. 
o There is a Boloco and a Salem 5 Bank on either side of the front entrance door to 

50 Congress St.   
o Once you reach the building, follow the directions below that say “From the Front 

Entrance of 50 Congress Street” to find our office in the building.  
• MBTA Trolley Red Line 

o Inbound or Outbound – Get off at the Downtown Crossing stop. 
o There are many exits to the Downtown Crossing Station, so find Washington 

Street. 
o Walk toward the Old South Meeting House and the old Border’s books, away from 

Chinatown. 
o Just past the old Border’s books, turn right onto Water Street. 
o Go thru the first stop light. 
o At the second light, turn left onto Congress Street. 
o Look for the Salem 5 Bank and Boloco on the opposite side of the street.

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o Once you reach the building, follow the directions below that say “From the Front 
Entrance of 50 Congress Street” to find our office in the building. 

• MBTA Bus Lines 
o There are numerous bus routes that go through Post Office Square.  It’s best to 

check the MBTA.com website to see if your bus can get you here. 
 
Walking Directions: 

• From City Hall Plaza/Faneuil Hall direction:  
o Walk South on Congress Street toward Post Office Square.   
o The 50 Congress Street is just before you get to Post Office Square on the left side. 
o There is a Boloco and a Salem 5 Bank on either side of the front entrance door to 

50 Congress St.   
o Once you reach the building, follow the directions below that say “From the Front 

Entrance of 50 Congress Street” to find our office in the building.  
• From Downtown Crossing: 

o Milk, Franklin and Water Streets all start on Washington Street (the main road 
North/South in Downtown Crossing) and go east right near the old Border’s Books 
near the Old South Meeting House.   

o Walk down any of them with your back to the old Border’s Books.   
o When you get to Congress Street, turn left and head towards Faneuil Hall/City Hall 

plaza.   
o Look for the Salem 5 Bank and Boloco on the opposite side of the street just as you 

get to the Northern most tip (closest to Faneuil Hall/Quincy Market) of Post Office 
Square.   

o Once you reach the building, follow the directions below that say “From the Front 
Entrance of 50 Congress Street” to find our office in the building. 

• From Broad Street -- East of Post Office Square: 
o Milk, Franklin, and Water Streets all cross Broad Street.   
o Walk toward Downtown Crossing (West) on any of them.   
o When you get to Kilby or Oliver Street, turn Right and head towards Faneuil 

Hall/City Hall plaza.   
o Fisique has an entrance from the street in Liberty Square, on Kilby St, across from 

the Boston Kebab House and 75 State St.   
o The gym entrance is near the back entrance to 50 Congress St.  Look for the Fisique 

signs on the building windows.   
 

• Please note: Post Office Square is tricky because Congress St & Pearl St converge & 
Federal St is nearby.  There is a building labeled 50 Federal St in Post Office Square.  This is 
NOT our building.  
 

• From the Front Entrance (Post Office Square Side) of 50 Congress Street: 
o Walk in the building thru the double glass doors, passing the elevators on your 

right. 
o Go past the security guard and past a second set of elevators on your left.  
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o Keep going toward the back entrance of the building.   
o Right before you’re almost out of the building, you’ll see a door into a gym on the 

right and the open door to your left is the gym’s lobby.   
o You can check in with the gym’s front desk person and they will direct you to the 

Joint Ventures’ office. 
 
By Car: 

• From points North of Boston: 
o Take 93 South toward the City. 
o Take exit 24B-24A toward “1A Airport Gov’t Center”. 
o Stay right to follow exit 24A to “Gov’t Center”. 
o Once above ground, turn left onto John F Fitzgerald Surface Road/Surface Road. 
o Turn right onto State Street. 
o Turn left onto Congress Street. 
o After the second stop light, Milk Street, there is a left turn into an underground 

public parking lot under Post Office Square. 
o After parking, use the elevator and escalator to get back to street level. 
o Find Congress Street and turn right (walking against traffic) and head towards 

Faneuil Hall/City Hall plaza.   
o Look for the Salem 5 Bank and Boloco just as you get to the Northern most tip 

(closest to Faneuil Hall/Quincy Market) of Post Office Square.   
o Once you reach the building, follow the directions below that say “From the Front 

Entrance of 50 Congress Street” to find our office in the building. 
• From points South of Boston: 

o Take 93 North toward the City. 
o Take exit 23 toward Gov’t Center and stay left to take the Gov’t Center ramp 

toward Faneuil Hall/Financial Dist/Aquarium. 
o Go through the light onto North Street.  
o When North Street ends, turn left onto Congress Street. 
o Go straight through three stop lights, the last one being the intersection of Milk 

Street and Congress Street, and there is a left turn into an underground public 
parking lot under Post Office Square. 

o After parking, use the elevator and escalator to get back to street level. 
o Find Congress Street and turn right (walking against traffic) and head towards 

Faneuil Hall/City Hall plaza.   
o Look for the Salem 5 Bank and Boloco just as you get to the Northern most tip 

(closest to Faneuil Hall/Quincy Market) of Post Office Square.   
o Once you reach the building, follow the directions below that say “From the Front 

Entrance of 50 Congress Street” to find our office in the building. 
• From points West of Boston – Storrow Drive 

o Follow Storrow Drive east. 
o Approximately 0.52 miles after the Copley Sq exit, take the Gov’t Center Kendall 

Sq. Cambridge right hand exit.  
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o At the light at the end of the exit ramp, stay straight onto Cambridge Street. 
o Follow Cambridge Street approximately 0.45 miles. 
o Turn left onto New Chardon Street. 
o At the first light on New Chardon Street, turn right onto Congress Street. 
o After 0.5 miles and crossing over State Street, Water Street and Milk Street, there 

is a left turn into an underground public parking lot under Post Office Square. 
o After parking, use the elevator and escalator to get back to street level. 
o Find Congress Street and turn right (walking against traffic) and head towards 

Faneuil Hall/City Hall plaza.   
o Look for the Salem 5 Bank and Boloco just as you get to the Northern most tip 

(closest to Faneuil Hall/Quincy Market) of Post Office Square.   
o Once you reach the building, follow the directions below that say “From the Front 

Entrance of 50 Congress Street” to find our office in the building. 
 
Parking: 

• There is lots of metered street parking on: 
o Milk Street 
o Kilby Street 
o Batterymarch Street 
o Water Street  -- the eastern most side. 

• Meters in this area are $0.25 per 12 minutes.  Please bring quarters with you. 
• The Public Parking lot under Post Office Square charges:
